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Are You in Your Wedding Garment?

Dear People of God, we celebrate the Twenty-Eighth
Sunday in Ordinary Time (A). The readings are an invi-
tation to God’s Ban%uet, a banquet spread before all of
us. It is a banquet that can satisfy our needs, yet how
often have we refused, ignored, or rejected thé Lord’s
invitation to share in the riches prepared for us? In
Christ Jesus, God fulfils all our needs, as lavishly as
only God can. All of us, no matter how unworthy we
may be, are invited to the wedding feast of His Son. We
have only to enter. To answer God’s invitation is not
enough. Our lives must change.

The banquet of the finest wine and food, a favourite
image of Messianic times, is used to describe the peace
and joy of the Kingdom of God by the prophet Isaiah in
our first reading and by Jesus in our Gospel text. The
icture Isaiah paints in the first reading is that of a vast
anquet on the Lord’s mountain. For people in the Mid-
dle East and for us, a meal is not just a time to eat, it is
a social occasion. It is a time to be with family and
friends, to make deals, become acquainted, make plans,
talk, and even say goodbyes. Lots of things happen at
meals besides eating: we attend common breakfasts,
retirement dinners, friend’s lunches, office parties, wed-
ding receptions, family get-togethers, home-comings
item 13 on programme agenda, and even during an
after funerals people gather to share some food. When
friends get together it can be a time of harmony and
bonding, a time when people draw closer tp%f:ther such
as gathering at Christmas, anniversaries, birthdays, and
special occasions. Jesus used the Passover Meal as the
]fqace for the Last Supper to be the way that His Sacri-
ice of the Cross would be made present to the end of
time.

A meal is a powerful human moment. That’s why it is
used often in the Bible as a symbol of Heaven, of the
Kingdom. Isaiah used the picture of a great banquet on
the Lord’s mountain to illustrate God’s purpose to reu-
nite all nations and races torn apart by original sin. Je-
sus used the image of a wedding banquet in today’s
Gospel to show that all people are invited to the King-
dom of God. However, individuals can either accept,
ignore, or refuse that invitation. To refuse that invita-
tion is to cut ourselves off from our supernatural life
source. God does not force salvation on us. The invita-
tion is 1%[wen, but acceptance of it is a choice we must
make. Many are indeed called and all that is required
seem to only enter.

The Lord invites us to His banquet. He promises us that
there will be the best of foods and drinks for everyone.
But more than material provisions, at the Lord’s ban-
quet He will destroy the covering that is cast over His
people. He will swallow up death, man’s greatest ene-
my, forever. He will wipe away all tears and take away
our reproaches. His banquet is a saving feast. Our re-
sponses to the Lord’s invitation are oftentimes shock-
%g. Many of us trivialize it and go on with our lives.

e embrace and occupy ourselves with other activities
and reject this divine Banquet. Some go to the extent of
disgracing and killing the heralds of God’s invitation.
In anger, the king extends his invitation to those who
are hitherto not considered worthy to partake in the
banquet: bad and good from the streets. What catches
our attention in the Gospel reading is the person at the
wedding banquet without a wedding garment. That per-
son accepted the invitation but was not properly dressed
for it. He is expelled and punished. This detail express-
es an important caution for us. Receiving the Lord’s
invitation to life and communion with Christ Jesus is

one thing; staying in union with Him is another thing.

Accepting the invitation to the Kingdom, to share

God’s life throuﬁh Jesus Christ, means more than just

showm&]up in Church for supernatural things to happen

Eo us. We have to do our part by wearing the proper
ress.

Let us not fall into the danger of what is being called
“cheap grace”: that is, seeking grace without obedience,
grace without good works, grace without discipleship,
grace without repentance, or grace without any cost to
us. In Jesus, the very life of God is offered to everyone,
but only those who actually change their way of living
to follow the Gospel will experience the transforming
power of God. We all need to give up our old clothes
and habits and put on the new wedding clothes of
Christian discipleship. This is so because, it is not just
saying prayers, but opening our hearts and lives to God
in prayer that counts in God’s sight. It is not just the
number of words we say, the elegance, the antiquity, or
the quality of the indulgence attaqhe(f to a prayer, but
the kind of life and heart from which the praKer comes
that counts for God. It is not just being in Church, but
how deeply we take part fully, act_lvel%land. consciously
in the Mass that counts. It is not just knowing the faith,
but living it that counts. These are the keys that unlock
the door to the power of Christ, the Klngdo_m life for us,
and give us entry to the banquet of God’s life.

We are all called, nevertheless we have to accept that
call. Our entry to the banquet is not just a Baptismal
call to which we or our parents responded to years ago.
We must wear the garments of our Baptism now. It is
the life that matters, not just the baptismal certificates.
Hence, the questions for our reflection are: Are you
Erg)perly dressed for Church? What kind of life do you

ring to this Eucharistic Banquet? What is the condifion
of your Baptismal garment? Is your Baptism a memory
or an active commitment that shapes your life and pri-
orities? If fyour Baptismal promises are still shapin
your life; if 'you accept the invitation to discipleship an
come to Church clothed as one truly trying to live up to
your Baptismal vows, then at this Sacred Banquet of
the Mass you will receive God’s promise that eternal
life is yours. You will receive His guarantee that He
will be ?rour stren(%th to help you come to the Banquet
that will never end. Yes, we can do all things in Christ
who strengthens us.

We share the joys of all our school leavers. Take very
EOOd care of yourselves and lend a helping hand at

ome, Like the Psalmist may we be convinced that it is
only in the Lord’s own house that we shall dwell for
length of days unending. Wear the proper garment for
the Lord’s Banquet. Do not forget your Bibles and Cat-
echism. Take an interest in knowing more about God,
His Church, and our Moral Life. Please, let your pres-
ence be felt in your parishes; the Church needs you
most! May God “crown all efforts with success in our
examinations. God bless, protect, and keep us safe. Pax!

Please be reminded to stay well, healthy, and safe. Be
not afraid to attend Mass. Remember to observe the
safety protocols. Your life is dear to us!
